ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS   
TEXAS BEAUTY COLLEGE admits as regularly enrolled students only persons who:

1. Have a high school diploma or high school transcript showing a graduation date.

2. Have a recognized equivalent of a high school diploma such as a home-schooled certificate by the state where the student resided during home school or a General Equivalency Diploma (GED).  

3. Are not currently enrolled at a primary or secondary institution.

4. Have a correct social security number.

5. Are at least 17 years of age.

6. We will also admit those students on the basis of his or her ability to benefit from training but do not have a high school diploma or GED.  This option is ONLY for those students who not anticipate participating in Title IV funding. These prospective students must be beyond the who are at least 17 years of age of compulsory education and passes a nationally recognized test prior to admission.

Instructor Course Students with the following criteria will be admitted to the instructor course: A copy of high school diploma or GED; a copy of cosmetology license & proof of 1 year of experience if enrolling in the 500-hour course.

TEXAS BEAUTY COLLEGE does not recruit students who are already or who have admitted to another school offering a similar program of study.

Determination of Validity of High School Diploma

Over the years there has been an increase in what is called “diploma mills”.  Due to this increase a student’s high school diploma has become subject for authentication. A diploma will be checked on the basis of state requirements from the Texas Education Agency, requirements by private and home schools. This does not disqualify a diploma if it’s from an unaccredited high school. If a high school diploma, home school diploma or private school diploma comes in to question, documentation from the student will be required. 

In the event of a FOREIGN DIPLOMA, the  prospective student must submit the document to a qualified outside evaluation service for review and translation (if non-English) to determine whether or not the diploma represents the equivalent of a US High School diploma.

Homeschool diploma (documentation to supply) – a transcript or the equivalent that is signed by the parent or guardian and lists secondary school courses the student completed and includes a statement that the student successfully completed a secondary school education in a home setting.

Items checked for a diploma mill or scam:

1. Charges to the student and to be completed with little or no education or coursework to obtain a diploma, or certificate that may be used to represent to the general public that the student has completed a program of postsecondary education

2. Lack of an accrediting agency or association that is not recognized as an accrediting body for institutions of higher education 

3. Better Business Bureau for complaints 

4. Website where student obtained diploma

5. Cost

6. Physical location/Address

7. Curriculum

A student’s self-certification is not sufficient documentation for validation of a high school diploma and there is no appeal process if a diploma is deemed as not validated.

Conviction for possession or sale of illegal drugs –

A federal or state drug conviction can disqualify a student for FSA funds. The student


Self-certifies on the FAFSA that he or she may be eligible for aid TEXAS BEAUTY COLLEGE is not required to confirm this unless there is evidence of conflicting information.

Admissions/Eligibility for Federal Aid Requirements

A conviction that was reversed, set aside or removed from the student’s record does not


Render a student ineligible for aid, nor does a conviction that was received when the student was a juvenile, unless he or she was tried as an adult. 

The chart below illustrates the period of ineligibility for FSA funds, depending on

Whether the conviction was for sale or possession and whether the student had previous

Offenses. (A conviction for the sale of drugs includes convictions for conspiring to sell

 If the student was convicted of both possessing and selling illegal drugs, and the periods

Of ineligibility are different, the student will be ineligible for the longer period. A student

Regains eligibility the day after the period of ineligibility ends or when he or she successfully

Completes a qualified drug rehabilitation program. Further drug convictions will make him

Or her ineligible again.  
When a student regains eligibility during the award year TEXAS BEAUTY 

COLLEGE may award Pell grant funds for the current payment period. 

Standards for a qualified drug rehabilitation program:
A qualified drug rehabilitation program must include at least 2 unannounced drug tests and must satisfy at least one of the following requirements:

◊
be qualified to receive funds directly or indirectly from a federal, state or local


Government program.

◊
be qualified to receive payment directly or indirectly from a federally or state-


Licensed insurance company

◊
be administered or recognized by federal, state or local government agency or court.

◊
be administered or recognized by a federally or state-licensed hospital, health clinic


Or medical doctor.
Incarcerated Applicants:

An applicant is considered to be incarcerated if he or she is serving a criminal sentence in

a federal, state or  local  penitentiary,  prison,  jail,  reformatory,  work farm  or  similar 

Correctional institution (whether it is operated by the government or a contractor). 
Admissions/Eligibility for Federal Aid Requirements:
An applicant is not considered to be incarcerated if he or she is in a halfway house or home detention or is sentenced to serve only weekends. Incarcerated applicants may be admitted to TEXAS BEAUTY COLLEGE if the school director can potentially admit the applicant who has been convicted of a felony, but is not currently incarcerated pending a review.

Selective Services Registration:

To be eligible to receive Title IV, HEA program funds, a male student who is subject to

Registration with the Selective Services must register with Selective Service (a male 

Student does not have to register with the Selective Service if the student is below the age of 18 or was born before January 1, 1960).

Citizenship and residency requirements:
Except as provided in paragraphs (b) and (c) of section 668 of Title 34-Education,

To be eligible to receive Title IV, HEA program assistance, a student must:

◊
be a citizen or national of the United States or

◊
Provide evidence from the US Immigration and Naturalization Service that he or she


Is a permanent resident of the US or

◊
be in the US for other than a temporary purpose with the intention of becoming a


Citizen or permanent resident or

◊
be a citizen of the Federated States or Micronesia, Republic of the Marshall Islands,


Or the Republic of Palau. (These students are eligible under FWS, FSEOG, and Pell


Programs.) 

These students must be enrolled as regular students in an eligible program in order to 

Participate in Title IV.

TRANSFER CREDIT EVALUATION 
Appropriate credit may be granted for prior training received upon review and verification by college officials of its validity. Students must submit an official transcript of previous work done which reflects a passing grade in subjects that are common to those in the program in which students is enrolling.   If a student wishes to transfer out of Texas Beauty College, a student must be paid in full and make up any missing assignments up to that point.  There is also $5.00 transfer fee (for paperwork). 

RE-ENTRY POLICY
All students who withdraw may re-enter into the program without the loss of credit of State Board hours provided it is within 3 years from the date of their withdrawal and the student is in good standing with the college.  There is a $25.00 re-entry fee.
